R  KIM WALLIN (D)
Supportive on our issues. Also understands and is 
qualified for the job of Controller.

ATTORNEY GENERAL
R  CATHERINE CORTEZ MASTO (D)
Exceptionally qualified. As chief law enforcement 
officer for the state, Cortez Masto will work tire-
lessly to protect the rights of all Nevadans, includ-
ing the LGBT community.

STATE SENATE, DIST. 2
R  MAGGIE CARLTON (D)
She’s with us on all our issues. Very supportive.

STATE SENATE, DIST 5
R  JOYCE WOODHOUSE (D)

SENATE DIST. 9
R  DENNIS NOLAN (R)
He’s a bit uncomfortable with some issues, but 
he’s learning. While he signed the anti-gay 
“Marriage Protection Pledge”, which would nor-
mally be an automatic nix on our endorsement, 
he did vote for us on ENDA and other issues 
seeking equality for LGBT citizens. Consider our 
endorsement of Nolan as “qualified” until he 
apologizes to us and renounces his signature on 
the marriage pledge. The opponent is from the 
IAP, which roughly translates into “whacko” and 
that’s why Nolan has our vote.

BALLOT 
QUESTIONS
STATE QUESTION 1
Q VOTE NO
Question 1 seeks a constitutional amendment to 
require the Legislature to adopt the public school 
portion of the state’s budget prior to the adoption 
of the rest of the budget. This sounds reasonable 
on its surface but will, in effect, do nothing and 
should not be added to the Nevada Constitution. 
A “NO” vote will force the legislators to do the 
job they are elected to do.

STATE QUESTION 2
Q VOTE NO
Question 2 is a response to the U.S. Supreme 
Court decision in Kelo v. City of New London. 
Contrary to what proponents say, Question 2 
will hurt most Nevadans by slowing or stopping 
construction of needed highways and other pub-
lic projects. This is a lengthy initiative covering 
too many issues. Vote “NO”—don’t clutter the 
Nevada Constitution with language that under-
mines local control and our quality of life.

STATE QUESTION 4
R VOTE YES
Question 4 will amend and strengthen current 
laws to protect children from secondhand smoke—
school grounds, movie theaters, government build-
ings, restaurants where children are permitted, 
etc.  A “YES” vote will allow resorts and casinos 
to offer both smoking and non-smoking rooms 
while permitting smoking in gaming areas.

STATE QUESTION 5
Q VOTE NO
Question 5 would prohibit smoking within indoor 
places of employment including child care facili-
ties, movie theaters, video arcades, government 
buildings, public places, malls, retail stores, gro-
cery stores and bars with food service. If adopt-
ed, Nevada will become one of the most restric-
tive states in the country regarding smoking. This 
could seriously harm our casino industry and even 
close or destroy LGBT bars, clubs and restaurants.

STATE QUESTION 6
R VOTE YES
Raising the minimum wage by $1 per hour will 
benefit all Nevadans and decrease poverty. It will 
spur Nevada’s economic growth. Economic stud-
ies show that everyone benefits when the mini-
mum wage increases.

STATE QUESTION 7
O NO POSITION
We’re not taking a position. This is a personal 
choice regarding the regulation, sale, use and 
possession of one ounce or less of marijuana.

STATE QUESTION 8
R VOTE YES
Many states, including Nevada and all of its sur-
rounding states, provide allowances for the trade-
in value of used vehicles when calculating the 
sales tax payable on a new vehicle. A “NO” vote 
would eliminate the current sales tax credit re-
ceived and new car buyers can expect to pay, on 
average, another $1,000 on their new vehicle. 

STATE QUESTION 9
R VOTE YES
Currently, there are 13 elected regents who gov-
ern the Nevada System of Higher Education. 
Nevada is the only state that elects a single board 
to govern all institutions of higher education. 
Question 9 moves Nevada into a more common 
governance structure by authorizing the Governor 
to appoint some of the regents. Thirteen elected 
regents has been regarded as too cumbersome.

STATE QUESTION 10
R VOTE YES
This proposed amendment allows the state 
Legislature to call itself into special session on ex-

traordinary occasions and not to exceed twenty 
(20) days. Current law only allows the Governor 
to call the Legislature into special session. The 
current limitation is contrary to the constitutional 
provision that vests the lawmaking authority in the 
Legislature. Currently, 34 state legislatures have 
the authority to call a special session.

STATE QUESTION 11
R VOTE YES
This is a matter of fairness. Nevada legislators are 
only paid for 60 days of a 120 day session and 
this will help keep quality people in the legislature. 
One legislator calculates when totaling the hours 
spent during the session, plus committee work, 
travel, interim legislative business, etc., his pay 
is $1.95 per hour. Nevada pays its legislators 
$7,800 every two years. Neighboring states offer 
pay and benefits which total nearly $200,000 
per year.

NORTH LAS VEGAS 
QUESTION 1
R VOTE YES
This empowers the voters and gives fair repre-
sentation to voters in each ward. Currently, city 
council members, while representing a particular 
ward, can live anywhere in the city and the votes 
are city-wide. This means a low-income, perhaps 
minority ward, can be represented by an affluent 
person who lives no where near the area he rep-
resents. Ward residents have little to no choice in 
who represents them since the votes are city-wide.

QUESTION 2
O NO POSITION
This is a personal choice regarding adult cabaret 
(strip clubs) within the City of North Las Vegas.

This is a personal choice whether to permit “pay 
day loan” types of businesses to operate in all com-
mercial and industrial zoning districts of the City.”
